A REVIEW OF EACH CURRICULUM AREA

Religious Education

The ‘Alive O’ Religious series is fully resourced and implemented throughout the school.

Primary Seven classes were involved in the school Masses in St. Teresa’s Church.

Our children raised the magnificent sum of £2,585for Trocaire.

First Confession and First Holy Communion took place in Primary Four.

Enrolment for First Confession took place in June in Primary 3.

The Primary Seven teachers and children were praised by Bishop John McAreavey on their dedicated work and efforts for the Service of Light and their Confirmation Ceremony.

Sister Attracta Devlin, our Diocesan Adviser, visited St. Mary’s in October 2009 and praised the hard work and continuing efforts of all the teachers for guiding and encouraging the children in the development of their faith. 

Literacy

This Linguistic Phonics Programme has been implemented very successfully throughout the school. Literacy Co-ordinator continues to support teachers with its implementation.

Reading books have continued to be resourced with the acquisition of new reading schemes to include fiction and non-fiction. 

Reading files have been collected and monitored regularly throughout the year to ensure that pupils are being given access to a variety of genre and opportunities to progress through the Colour Bands. Mrs Quigley has supported members of staff in carrying out running records to assess the suitability of a particular colour band. 

The Annual Book Fair was a success. £2200 was raised. 

A series of five literacy work shops (on three occasions, at different times of the year), was organized. At these, parents were given opportunities to develop their knowledge and skills in how they could assist with reading and spelling at home. The workshops were extremely well attended and proved very successful.

Mrs Quigley provided training in Reading and Linguistic Phonics for classroom assistants at St. Mary’s and from other schools.

Mathematics

The teaching of processes was a focus of development for this year. Each year group was introduced to a bank of progressive processes activities that can be incorporated into lessons. It was also incorporated into weekly maths lessons and evidence of activities recorded by teachers.

Maths planners for each year group were reviewed and updated in consultation with staff and the yearly overview of content adjusted accordingly.

The Tables Competition established in the previous year continues twice yearly to encourage pupils to develop quick recall of multiplication and division facts.

World Around Us 

At St. Mary’s we continued to promote healthy eating in school and introduced snack time into Primary 3. Once again we participated in the annual Yellow Woods Challenge.

In May, three Primary 7 pupils represented the school in the Science and Technology Challenge and were successful in reaching the finals in the Odyssey in June. 

The science and technology resources were enhanced by the addition of £1,000 of new equipment. 

The W5 road show visited school with another fun filled programme on recycling and waste reduction.

Our Eco-Council have continued to help promote energy efficiency and recycling initiatives throughout the school. Strategies have included, reducing and recycling in school, reducing energy consumption, collecting food for composting through the Brown Bin system and setting up planting areas to grow plants. 

In the second term, the staff liaised with the CASS Officer from the SELB and the Co-ordinators to identify thematic topics for each year group. The result was a completed whole school overview of topics. A topic planning grid was agreed with staff and year groups began completing the first topic grid for the autumn term. 

I.C.T

St. Mary’s continue to value the importance of ICT to support the curriculum. To meet our aims this year we have updated our equipment and provided training for our staff. 

In May 2010 Tesco vouchers were collected and counted.  Yet again the parents of St. Mary’s collected a record number of tokens which enabled us to purchase quality resources for the classrooms. These resources included recordable postcards, programmable devices, microphones and MP3 players.   

Mrs White held a workshop in October to showcase and demonstrate how to use the new resources.  

Cameras were purchased this year to replace stolen equipment.  This ensures that every class has the use of a digital camera.  Visualisers were also purchased and allocated to teachers to support teaching and learning in the classroom.  

St. Mary’s continue to value the importance of ICT to support the curriculum. To fulfil this aim this year we have updated our equipment and provided training for our staff. 

Physical Education
The children’s physical development was promoted and advanced in a wide variety of ways last year. All classes were involved in structured P.E. lessons, which incorporated gymnastics, dance, games and athletics. Use was made of indoor and outdoor facilities along with a wide range of P.E. equipment to support lessons. 

All children from P4-P7 received swimming lessons at Banbridge Leisure Centre. Our school also availed of the services of a hurling coach, provided by Down GAA. There was a very positive response from the boys and girls in P7 to hurling and we hope to maintain this coaching next year.  

In May all pupils participated in our ‘Fit to Help’ fund raising activity. This now annual event continues to be popular and was enthusiastically participated in and all children from P1 – P7 who received a healthy drink after their activities. The venture was a great success and realised a total of £3,025. The money will be used to help maintain and insure the school’s minibus.

Our own Sports Day on the June 6th 2010 was a tremendous occasion. All classes from P1-P7 assembled at Clann na Banna’s playing fields. Pupils competed in 74 finals, ranging from the short sprint to the sack race. Pupils participated with great enthusiasm and medals were presented for first, second and third places in most events and all infants were rewarded with medals for their endeavours.

Yet again the whole school staff worked together most effectively to ensure the smooth running of activities.  Our Sports Day was very well supported by parents and all involved tried to make it as fun an occasion as possible. It proved to be a great opportunity to bring the whole school community together and plans are continually reviewed to make our Sports Day format an even greater success in the future. 

Football and Gaelic clubs with Mr Mackle, Mr O’Hagan and Mr. McGrane were again organised on Friday afternoons and continued to take place at Cheney Park.

Netball club continued with Mrs Moore, Mrs Turley and Mrs Duggan throughout 2009/10 at Banbridge Leisure Centre.

Aimee Loughran received the Netball Player of the Year award for and Samantha Loughran received Manager’s Player of the Year award for 2009/10.

Emer Scullion and Paul Morgan received the Gaelic League Player of the Year awards for 2009/10 and Helen Monaghan and Niall Scullion received Manager’s Player of the Year awards. 

Emer Scullion was awarded the Sports Personality of the Year award for 2009/10.

Ryan Harrison was awarded Hurler of the Year of the Year award for 2009/10.

Bronagh McGrane was awarded the Cycling Proficiency Award for 2009/10.
Soccer continued for P2 and P3, and P4 and P5 children through the Paul Evans soccer school.

The boys 7 aside team reached the National Finals of the IFA 7 aside tournament 

Cormac Downey received the Players’ Soccer Player of the Year award for 2009/10 and Conrad Farrell received the Manager’s Player of the Year award for 2009/10.

Curtis McCavana, Nathan Barlow and Jonathon Brush received the Most Improved Player Award for 2009/10.
Music

During September auditions for the school choir were held resulting in lots of new primary 5 members joining Mrs Quinn covered Mrs O’Hare’s maternity leave during this time.  The primary five children, in both classes, were tested for musical potential, in a musical quiz, and places for Board Tuition in Woodwind and Brass were filled. Irene Gibb, Violin Tutor, continued coming into school on Thursdays to teach violin, to anyone interested from Primary four upwards, on a one to one basis for fifteen minutes at a cost of £4.50.   To enable tuition to take place a violin timetable was drawn up and violin hire or purchase arranged.
The school choir who continued with weekly practises performed at First Communion, Confirmation and the P7 Christmas Performance.  All children in P1 to P3 were involved in singing in the KS1 Nativity. During December the School Choir visited old homes. 

The Ulster Orchestra, in association with the SELB, Tesco and Local District Councils presented a series of summer concerts for KS2 pupils.  Mr. Marin’s primary 7 class participated in a pre-concert workshop, presented by players from the Ulster Orchestra, during which they were given a valuable insight into life as a musician.  The children also took part in related art and design activities and displayed their work at the concert venue.  Before the concert the children also participated in a Fun Quiz in which they were encouraged to check out the Ulster Orchestra Website for the answers.  During the Concert, which took place in Banbridge Leisure Centre, the children accompanied the Ulster Orchestra using wooden, skin and metal instruments.  The whole experience was very rewarding and worthwhile. 

The school choir continues to practise each week with Mrs O’Hare, the Music Coordinator, and performed at school Masses, First Communion and Confirmation. The school nativity was performed for all the parents, playgroups and nurseries in the Banbridge area.

Kayleigh Hamilton received the school Music Award for 2009/10 for her dedication and determination throughout the year.

Education for Mutual Understanding/Cultural Heritage

As part of our shared vision of Education for Mutual Understanding/Cultural Heritage
 “Circle Time” is included in our timetable as part of PDMU and promoted in each year group. We find that it is a way of supporting children and enhancing self-esteem. Circle Time enables children to participate as listeners and speakers and facilitates the whole process of communication.

With the help of funding from the Southern Education and Library Board we were also able to continue with our Cross-Community contact schemes this year. The activities were designed as part of an overall strategy appropriate to the curricular needs of both schools and ensured continuity in work undertaken in different year groups. St. Mary’s children worked with Abercorn Primary School and Edenderry Primary School and have continued to build strong links with these schools.

Special Educational Needs

At St. Mary’s we have continued to keep abreast of the relentless changes to the legislation, administration and practices relating to Special Educational Needs.

There was ongoing support from the Autism Advisory Service, Pupil Personal Development Service, Down Syndrome Peripatetic Service, Sensory Support for the Deaf, Occupational and Speech Therapy Services to staff throughout the School. The Behaviour Support Service supported the school with a temporary classroom assistant specifically trained to deal with challenging behaviours. 

Last year there were a large number of referrals for Peripatetic Literacy Support Screening. The pupils who met the criteria for this received support from Mr Declan Evans (Peripatetic Teacher).  7 pupils were referred on to Educational Psychology for full assessment. Referrals to Speech and Language continued as well as a number of referrals to Occupational Therapy.

A number of Primary 3 pupils took in part in a pilot project in association with Queens University and Educational Psychology.  This was a very worthwhile venture and the school are considering buying in the software programme at the centre of the project. We were also fortunate to have two children tutored by a qualified teacher completing the Level 5 Certificate in Teaching Learners with Specific Learning Difficulties.                                                                                                            

There are currently 134 children on the Code of Practice, which equates to approximately 29 % of the school population.  Many of these children have received additional support this year through Board Services and the many support initiatives set up here in St. Mary’s including: Literacy Support Classes P2-4, Booster Programmes P5-6, Shared/Paired Reading, Mist Forward Together Programme and Pastoral and academic support for EAL children from our Polish Classroom assistants.

May we take this opportunity to remind you that St. Mary’s has all contact information for the following organisation on public display. (Special Educational Needs and Advice, Sendist, Dars, The Equality Commission) If however, you have any queries or want guidance in any area of Special Education Needs we urge you to contact our School’s Special Educational Needs Coordinator Mrs Flanagan.

Learning Support and Autism Specific Classes

A total of 28 children with moderate learning difficulties were enrolled in the two Learning Support and Autism Specific classes. The junior class staffed by one teacher, one classroom assistant catered for 8 children from years 1 - 5. The senior class staffed by one teacher and one classroom assistant, catered for 12 children from years 5 - 7. The Autism Specific Class is staffed with one teacher and two classroom assistants and catered for 8 Pupils from P2 – P5s. The children all classes were integrated with their peers in a range of curricular areas continued their strong EMU links with other local schools.

Children within the Learning Support Classes entitled to Speech Therapy were given this provision within school on a weekly basis. This allowed our teachers to liaise very closely with the speech therapist and consolidate her work within class.

The pupils continued their Dental health and hygiene programme with visits to and from the Dentist and Dental Nurse. 

There were currently 143 children on the Code of Practice, which equates to approximately 27 % of the school population.  Stages are listed below;

Foundation Stage Coordinator 

Effective and imaginative use has been made of the available space and resources – indoors and outdoors. There are clearly identified areas for play and exploration.

Primary 1 and Primary 2 classrooms have been well resourced and proven to be attractive, safe, interesting, developmentally appropriate, sufficient to meet the needs of the pupils, clearly labelled and accessible to all children.

There are lengthy periods of good quality, uninterrupted play.

The Foundation Stage team have striven to provide all pupils with an attractive, welcoming and stimulating environment; pupils’ work is celebrated and displayed and used as an interactive learning resource.

The pupils in the Foundation Stage are active participants in their learning; there is evidence of the ‘plan, do and review’ cycle in all classes. Children display a positive attitude to learning. They are aware of the learning intentions of activities, they are confident, competent, talk about their work, celebrate success and learn from their mistakes.

Pupils are working, independently, in pairs and in groups.Tasks are developmentally challenging and progressive, with emphasis now being placed on the process rather than the product.

Medium and short term plans are available. Plans identify opportunities to develop pupils Thinking Skills and Personal Capabilities.

Key Stage 1 Coordinator 

Staff have completed 'Revised curriculum' training and are implementing the new strategies and approaches to teaching and learning throughout each area of the curriculum. 


Thematic topics have been identified and planned for in each year group, linking them with each area of study and the required curriculum skills. 
'Assessment for Learning,' opportunities were identified and incorporated into planners and daily lessons. Planning, marking and progression were constantly monitored and evaluated.

Additional resources were purchased to enhance ‘Learning Through Play’ and Activity Based learning opportunities in Key Stage 1. 

At weekly assemblies the high standards of pupils’ work and behaviour continued to be recognised with Principal awards. Child Protection was also highlighted and pupils met several community visitors e.g. PSNI, ChildLine, Anti-bullying Roadshow, Trocaire, Road Safety etc. who encouraged pupils at all times to try to think of others and make safe choices.  

Key Stage 2 Coordinator

Maths 

The maths yearly overview from P1 to P7 and half termly planners for each year group were reviewed and updated in respect of the Revised Curriculum and the updated ‘lines of Development’ in numeracy. 

Art and Design

A selection of new approaches to planning art and design topics was given out to each year group to follow or incorporate into their present teaching. An audit of consumable art and design materials was undertaken to ensure adequate resources are available to teach the necessary art and design skills.

As at Key Stage 1, the principal and Key Stage 2 Coordinator introduced a variety of initiatives through weekly Assemblies. These assemblies support pupil participation in the implementation of Catholic values in school as well as reinforce the agreed Anti-Bullying, Health and Safety and Positive Behaviour policies. 

All P7 children took part in a residential visit to Shannagh-More Outdoor Educational Centre in February. 

Congratulations to Roshni Johnston, James Murphy, Bronagh McGrane, Fay Reynolds and Nathan Barlow who received the Primary 7 Pupil of the Year Award for 2009/10 as voted for by their peers.

Assessment

Assessment in St. Mary’s consists of two main areas; 
· summative assessment -  snapshot testing which establishes what a child can do at that time and 

· formative assessment - day to day assessment based on how well children fulfil learning intentions.

Formal records were kept on Reading, Maths, I.Q. (from P4) and Spelling. Results of these were given to parents with the end of year reports.

The statutory requirement for the completion of Assessment Units at the end of Key Stage 1 in P4 and at the end of Key Stage 2 in P7 was removed IN 2007. 

The statutory requirement to complete INCAS from P4 to P7 was introduced in 2008. These were successfully completed for all required year groups.
